WERE’s Ash Wednesday Service - A Special Tradition 

Each year we celebrate Ash Wednesday and the beginning 
of Lent as a WERE family. We gather in the gym to pray, 
sing and receive the ashes that remind us that we are called 
“to turn away from sin and believe in the Gospel.”  

Our program is changing this year to one service beginning 
promptly at 7:20 pm in the gym. Students will be as-
signed spots on the floor while parents, teachers and faith 
mentors sit on the bleachers. 

This is a special time of prayer together, not just because of 
the beginning of Lent, but it is a time when our recently 
confirmed 8th graders join together to participate in the 
WERE family in this special prayer service. Each year our 8th 
graders not only participate in the prayer service but also 
distribute ashes as one of their first parish activities as full 
members of the church (since they have completed the  
Sacraments of Initiation: Baptism, Eucharist, Confirmation). 

During the past few years our alums have gone on to be-
come Peer Leaders, Lectors, Extraordinary Ministers of Holy 
Communion, and participate in youth ministry programs 
through St. Mary Parish, CCHS and BBHS. We’re grateful to 
their families who faith lives have shaped these youth in 
amazing ways. Thanks also to all their teachers, assistants 
and faith mentors (past and present) for their dedication as 
disciples sharing God’s Word to the students at WERE. We 
look forward to seeing what this year’s 8th grade class does 
in the future!
